Metro Waste Authority Report — Board Representative from Grimes Ron Long

Ron Long summed up the activities at the MWA. First of all the transfer station just started construction with
anticipated completion date being August of 2015. It is 8 $12 Million project. Keep Iowa Beautiful is starting an
initiative to make plastic bags illegal in Iowa, California has already passed this Jaw. MWA has yet to take a
position on this issue. Costs are increasing: Compost It! bags are increasing .05 and tipping fees at the landfill are
increasing $1.00 per ton for residential waste and $2.00 per ton for commercial waste. The consistent good news
is that Grimes is once again top on the list for the percentage of residents who recycle topping off at.89%!

Presentation on NW 70" Avenue/E 1 Street Improvements — Dave Cnbit — Public Works Director City of
Johnston,

Dave Cubit was iin attondance presenting on the NW 70"/ 1 Street Project.. Cubit high-lighted why the City of
Johnston prefets round-a-bouts instead of signals at intersections like that at NW 107" and 70" Ave. First of all
the angle of 107" makes it difficult for a person at that intersection to look back and determine if there is traffic.
Johnston has seen a recuction in accidents by 51% because they reduce speed, reduce conflict points and the
potential for aceidents are rear end or side swipes which tend fo be less severe than right angle or head-on
accidents. Cubit noted that the amount of land and concrete needed for these intersections versus a signalized




intersection is relatively close and that the city doesn’t have the cost of the signal; $250K+ and ongoing
maintenance costs. All in all, Johnston has been very pleased with the success of their round-a-bouts.

Presentation by Mayor of Perry — Jay Pattee as Meniber of the Metropolitan Advisory Couneil (MAC) -
Summary of the Work of MAC

Mayor Pattee was:in attendance updated the City Council on the MAC. Council Member Jill Altringer and Mayor
Tom are the City of Grimes representatives; however, Council Member Altringer is the one who is always in
attendance and serves on the MAC Executive Committee as well. The MAC’s-purpose is to improve the quality of
life and economic viability of the-Ceniral Towa region by providing a forum for governmental bodies to engage in
dialogue and pursue common purposes and objectives which make the region stronger, more competitive and a
better place to live. Some of the success of the MAC are: regionalization; (DART, Bravo) model ordinances;
(vicious animal, bike ordinance) awareness of issues; (bed bugs, Emerald Ash Bover), legislative issues; ( Local
option sales tax, hotel/motel tax) and networking and communication between 21 cities and 3 counties.

Tire Clief Report

Chief Krohse was in attendance updating the City Council..In October there were G4 runs, 47 of which were EMS
related. Last year in October there were 65 runs. Yeat to date there have been 742 runs compared fo 662 at the
same time last year, Chief explained a safety initiative we are starting this holiday season called KEEP THE
WREATH RED. There will be a wreath hung at the fire department with all red bulbs. Every time there is a
holiday-rélated fire one of the bulbs will be changed out to white. The idea is to increase awareness on holiday
safety tips to prevent fires and keep the wreath red. Some of the examples of safety tips are:

« Consider an artificial tree; they are much safer.

» If buying a real tree, select only fresh frees that are deep green in color, have a-strong scent of
pine, and do not easily lose their heedles.

« Keep holding stand for real trees full of water. Place trees away fom heat soutces and a safe
distance from exits,

« Do notrely on chemical sprays to make a tree flame resistant,

o Buy and use lights approved by a national testing laboratory.

+ Discard any lights that have fiayed or worn cords, cracked sockets, broken or loose conuections,
bare wires, or operate intermittently.

« Never use indoor lights outdoors, Do not overload electrical outlets. Keep the use of extension
cords to a minimuin,

» Do not run extension cords under carpets, across doorways, or near heaters.

o Unplug lights when you leaving home or before going to bed.

» Extinguish all candles when Ieaving the room or going to sleep,

» Keep candles away from items that can catch fire, like clothing, books and curtéins.

» Use candle holders that are sturdy, won't tip over easily, are made from a material that cannot
burn, and are large enough to collect dripping wax.

o Keepmatches, lighters and candles out of children's reach.

¢ Buin only dry wood in the fireplace.

o Never burn Christmas wrapping paper in the fireplace. The paper burns too hot and too fast and
could cause a fire if the chimney.

US Water Report
Aaron Voss from USW was in attendance updating the Council. Voss updated on operational issues but high-

lighted the differences in the water sources. The Jordan well is 2551 feet deep and is in a rock formation. The
temperature of the water coming from the Jordan is 75 degrees. The Shallow wells are 58-60 feet deep. The
Jordan well has more naturally occurring Fluoride, Ammonia, Manganese and-Sulfides. Because of the depth of




the well and the formation it.is in, it will have a:more mineraltaste to it than the Shallow Wells. The Shallow
Wells are 1more susceptible to run-off from the farm fields; Nitrates; and more bacteria in general, and have a lot
of Iron. The: Shallow Wells also recharge faster. Last summer Aaron had reported that the Shallow Wells were 1
foot above the pump. They are now 15-16 feet above the pump. Both water sources are Lime-Softened and
Chloramines are used for disinfection, Mayor Tom asked for clarification that although there are more natural
minerals in the Jordan Water, there isn’t anything that is above the limits of our pettiit or compromise the safety
of the water. Voss responded that his comment is correct. The water is perfectly safe to drink.

Council Member Evans also asked about the increase in disconnects this last month which was significantly
higher than the previous month. Brown responded that there was an exira week of billing in the previous month
which did make the bills higher than normal. Jeff Macke will research it finther and.get back to Evans with an

analysis.

II. PUBLIC AGENDA ITEMS

A. Public Hearing and Action on Request for Rezone from Hubbell Realty of 8.88 acres
from C-2 General and High Service Commercial District to M-1A Commercial and
Limited Light Industrial District and referred to as Grimes Business Park Plat 2 Outlot
B (Property is located between Gateway Drive and Highway 141 and proposes to
construct a warehouse building)
Chairman Steve Reneker opened the Public Hearing at 5:38. Being no oral or written
comments the Public Hearing was closed at 5:38. City Engineer Gade advised the Board that
Hubbell Realty was proposing to build a distribution center on the east side of Gateway
Drive. Gade said that this would be a 110,000 square foot building identical to the 4
pervious buildings that they have built on the west side of Gateway Drive. Gade stated that
what made this slightly different from the previous buildings is that the area proposed is
currently zoned C-2 which would not allow that type of usage in that area. Gade went on to
explain that although currently zoned C-2, the Land Use Plan had recommended Light
Industrial rather than Commercial. Gade stated that because the proposal still fit with the
Land Use Plan Staff would recommend approval for the rezone.
Motion by Chambers, Second by Clark, to recommend approval of the Request for Rezone
from Hubbell Realty of 8.88 acres from C-2 General and High Service Commercial District
to M-1A Commercial and Limited Light Industrial District and referred to as Grimes
Business Park Plat 2 Qut lot B (Property is located between Gateway Drive and Highway
141 and proposes to construct a warehouse building)

B. Brooke Ridge West Plat 3 Final Plat
Emily Harding, Civil Design Advantage, 3405 Crossroads Dr. Suite G, Grimes addressed the
Board on behalf of the Developer Brooke Ridge West LI.C. Harding stated that this
development is located at NW 27" and County Line Road. This Plat contains 30 single
family lots on 15.90 acres. Harding stated that there are no material changes from the
Preliminary Plat and that most public utilities and streets are in. Harding also noted that the
street name originally designated as NW Timber Creek Road was now changed to NW 26"
Lane. Harding stated that there are two detention basins on the property and trails that run
along the north and east side of the property. Harding said that out lot Y will be dedicated to
the City. City Engincer Gade stated there were a few punch list items remaining but that he
did not have any additional questions or concerns.

C. OPUS Site Plan
Jason Conway, representing the OPUS Group, 10350 Bren Road West, Minnetonka, MN

55343 addressed the Board. Conway stated that this project is located on the Cramer
Industrial site at the NW Corner of 19" Street and Highway 141. Conway said this is Zoned
M-1 which matches the use they are proposing. Conway stated that this building will be
182,000 square foot area with 32 feet of interior height constructed of pre cast painted
concrete. Any waste containers on site will be contained indoors. Gade did note that in the
current proposal between this project and the Hubbell one next to it there would be two
access drives created immediately next to each other and suggested that the two properties
work together to create one shared drive rather than two separate ones. Gade also stated that
five foot sidewalks along the west and south sides of the property would be installed at a
future date. Gade stated that along the east side of the building where one would typically
see a full sidewalk between the building and the parking, this proposal contains sidewalk at
the doors and ADA ramps, however it does not have a full sidewalk along the entire front.
Conway stated that for the building use intentions and since it is not open to the public,
additional entry ways and sidewalks were not considered necessary. City Engineer Gade said
that the owner has stated that as part of this project he will work with the city and Adesa to
improve the jointly owned storm water pond on that property and correct the erosive
shoreline conditions along the south edge removing silt and providing native plantings. Gade
said that there was a very nice berm and landscaping plan for this project to buffer the view
between the building and the street.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE GRIMES OFFICIAL ZONING MAP, PURSUANT TO THE CODE OF
ORDINANCES SECTION 165.05 BY CHANGING THE ZONING OF THE BELOW DESCRIBED
PROPERTY KNOWN AS GRIMES BUSINESS PARK PLAT 2, OUTLET B FROM C-2 GENERAL AND
HIGHWAY SERVICE COMMERCIAL DISTRICT TO M~-1A COMMERCIAL AND LIMITED LIGHT
INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT

SECTION 1. Purpose. The purpose of this Ordinance is to amend the official zoning map and the
comprehensive fand use map by changing approximately 8.88 acres from C-2 General and Highway Service
Commercial District to M-IA Commercial and Limited Light Industrial District.

Chief Krohse,

At the start of 2014, you put together a committee of five membexs of the Gtimes Fire
Department to come up with a set of bid specifications for a “rescue fité engine™ to setve the
City of Grimes. Through a long and tedious process, the committee came up with a set of bid
specifications that the committee felt best matched the needs of the Grimes Fire Department and

the cltizens it serves,

As a rescue / engine company, this vehicle must carry all of the standard equipment required to
function as a fire appatatus (five pump, watet, hose, appliances, ete.), and the vehicle must also
have sufficient compattment spacé to accommodate the full complement of rescue & extrication
equiprhent we would need to petrform rescue operations. As such, the bid specifications
identified the minimum dimensions and compartment door openings that would be required to
meet our needs. This was considered the number one priority.

As a rescue engine, this vehicle may be called upon to respond onto any roadway within our city
for a vehicle accident, and may also be called to perform rescue operations at any of our
industrial or commercial buildings we protect. For those reasons, we specified a maximum
vehicle length and wheelbase, allowing for a tight turning radius and greater maneuverability.
Mesting the minimum wheelbase measurements was considered as our number two priority

Because this vehicle may need to be positioned on a heavily traveled roadway or highway,
maximum visibility was of utmost importance to us. We specified minimum iequirements for
emergency lighting, and were very specific on the locations of the scene lighting, because of the
need to illuminate the area where rescue operations are belng performed. Lighting was

considered our third highest priority,

Careful consideration was made to ensure that the items in the bid specifications were not
proprietary to any one manufacturer, Four fire apparatus manufacturers; Alexis Fire Equipment,
Smeal Fire Apparatus, Plerce Manufacturing and Toyne Inc, were invited to submit their bids to
build. The committee was very pleased to receivé bids back from all four manufacturers.

A thorough review of each bid was completed by each committee membet. Our bid
specifications allowed for flexibility in some areas, but there were a few areas where the term
“no exceplions” was used, or where the words “must” or “shall” identified areas where we felt

flexibility could not be allowed.




As you will recall, compartment space was considered our number one priority. Of the four
bidders, only two met all of the minimum requirements for compariment storage space and door
opehing widths; Alexis Fire and Pierce Manufacturing, We also required, without exception, that
a protective coating be applied to the interior surfaces of all compartments, to protect the
compartment surfaces and reduce vibration and movement. One manufacturer (Toyne

Incorporated) took exception to that item,

The second highest priority for the committee and department was turning radius / wheelbase.
We had identified 210” as the maximum desired wheelbase. Only two manufacturers met that
requirement; Pierce Manufacturing and Toyne Incorporated

The third priority the committee focused on was emergency and scene lighting. Only two
manufacturers met the requirements from the committee for specified locations of this lighting;
Pierce Manufacturing and Alexis Fire.

We completed the following table to summarize the price quotes from each of the manufacturers,
and their ability to address our top three prioritics, We also noted whethet they complied with
areas identified as “No Exceptions”, The committee also requested price quotes on optional
equipment from each bidder. We included their total price for all optional equipment, as well,

On the basis of the information gathered above, it is the recommendation of this comtnittee to
award the bid to Pierce Manufactiring. They were the only manufacturer that met all three of our
top priorities, without taking exception to any vital areas. The committee suggests that the city
utilize the total pre-payment discount, which wouild reduce our final costs by $27,829.00. The
final cost, less optional equipment would be $625,224.00.

The committee is confident that the bid presented by Pierce Manufacturing best represents the
bid specs that were created to meet the needs for the City of Grimies.

The optional equipment bid items are essential to the function of the apparatus, The committee
was able to price out thése optional equipment items through separate vendors for a total

of $51,620,00, so we could obtain these separately, but would request that the total cost

reflect these additional items.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE GRIMES CODE OF ORDINANCES CHAPTER 156 BUILDING CODE
BE IN ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRIMES, IOWA

SECTION 1. Purpose. The purpose of this Ordinance is to amend the Grimes Code of Ordinances Chapter 156.02 2

SECTION 2. Amendment. Pursvant to the Grimes Code of Ordinances Chapter 156.02 2 FENCE adding 156.02 2 (N)

156.02 2 (N) Adding to Chapter 156.02 2 section (N)

N. Fences are to be constructed of customarily used materials such as chain-link, welded wire mesh, wrought iron,
aluminum, wood, polyvinyl chloride (PVC), ornamental woven wire and other simnilar materials. Fences shall be firmly
connected to posts sunk in the soil at least two feet or more as necessary to properly support the fence. Any fence
considered by the Building Administrator, or his/her designee, to not be a standard or customarily styled or constructed
fence is prohibited.

The use of materials such as sheet metal, chicken wire, temporary construction fencing, snow fencing, woven wire
commonly used for the penning of livestock or other animals or similar materials shall not be permitted for permanent
fencing. A fence shall not be constructed or covered with: paper sheets or strips; cloth or fabric tarps, sheets, or strips;
plastic or vinyl tarps, sheets, mesh, or strips; bamboo; reed; or plywood sheeting. Chain link or woven wire type fences
shall not include plastic or wood slats or strips, bamboo, or reed. Wood fences shall be constructed of treated lumber,
cedar, redwood, or similar types of wood that are resistant to decay. All fences must be of an earth tone, neutral, or natural
color such as white, black, gray (silver), tan, brown, green. Bright or fluorescent colors are not permitted. Pictures,
images, lettering, logos, graphics, or artwork are not permitted on fences.

An exception may be approved by the Building Administrator, or his/her designee, for sun and/or wind screen materiat
applied to fences directly associated with a sports or recreation facility such as tennis court fences, baseball field fences,
or basketball courts.

Walls are to be constructed of brick, stone, textured concrete, precast concrete, tile block, etc. Walls constructed of
weather resistant wood or manufactured substitutes may be used if brick or stone columns are incorporated and spaced no
more than twenty feet (20") on center.

2. Prohibited Materials: A fence or wall may not be designed to cause pain or injury to humans or animals. Therefore, the
use of spikes, broken glass, barbed wite, razor wire, nails, electrical charge or other similar materials shall be prohibited,
unless specified otherwise herein.

3. Construction And Maintenance: All fences shall be constructed in a sound and sturdy manner and shall be maintained in
a good state of repair, including the replacement of defective parts, painting, and other acts required for maintenance. The
Building Administrator, or his/her designee, after ten (10) days' notice to the owner of the fence, may order the removal of
any fence that is not maintained in accordance with the provisions of this code and the cost assessed against the
property where said fence is located. An extension of time may be granted, upon filing a verified statement that the
delay is not a result of any act of the owner.

SECTION 3. Repealer. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of these ordinances are
hereby repealed.




SECTION 4. Severability Clause. If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or

part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 5: Effective Date. This ordinance shall be in effect after its final passage, approval and publication as

provided by law.

> 41,09 DISCHARGING WEAPONS. Itis unlawful for a person to discharge rifles, shotguns,
revolvers, pistols, guns, BB guns, alrguns or other firearms of any kind within the City limits
except by written consent of the Council, except that hunting Is permitted upon areas zoned
"unclassified". However, no person shall hunt game within 300 yards of any building Inhabited
by people or domestic livestock unless the owner or tenant has given consent.

> 41,10 THROWING AND SHOOTING. It is untfawful for a person to throw stones, hricks or
missfles of any kind or to shoot arrows, rubber guns, slingshots, air rifles or other dangerous
instruments or toys on or into the street, alley, highway, sidewalk, public way, public ground or
public building, without written consent of the Council.
