Fire Department Report

Deputy Fire Chief Ron Schipper was present to update the Council on department’s activities. He advised for
the month of July the department had gone on 117 calls which brings their year to date calls to 631. Deputy
Schipper reviewed calls from the month of July with the Council. He noted that the New Rescue Engine
Number 371 responded 43 times in July. Deputy Chief Schipper added that this engine is a paramedic level
engine with a heart monitor and carries first line cardiac drugs so that the paramedic on board can start
screening immediately on the scene. Deputy Chief Schipper stated that the applications for the new fire chief
were being reviewed with the hope of getting someone hired in September.

Patrol Report

Deputy Ballinger from the Polk County Sheriff’s office was present to update the Council. He stated that for
the month of July they had 435 calls for service, 186 traffic stops for a total of 621 contacts. He stated that the
month of July has gone smoothly.



PUBLIC AGENDA

A Fire Trailer

Deputy Fire Chief Schipper stated that two additional employees were being added to the fire department. He
stated that the challenge is there is not currently enough space in the existing fire station to accommodate
sleeping facilities for 24/7 services. He added that a study was done previously to remodel and put an addition
on the existing building which was found to be too costly. Deputy Schipper stated the interim solution would
be to place an officer trailer on a cement pad on the southwestern portion of the current station. The trailer
would be remodeled and fitted for a sleeping quarters. Council Member Johansen asked how long he thought
this trailer could fulfill their needs. Deputy Chief Schipper thought this would accommodate at least five years.
He reviewed the cost of the trailer. Council Member Hamp asked if this trailer would accommaodate the needs
for employees due to the growth anticipated over the next five years. Deputy Chief Schipper stated that would
be evaluated again for next budget year. Mayor Pro Tem Altringer thanked Deputy Chief Schipper for his
work on this project. Deputy Chief Schipper reviewed the costs for the trailer.

Moved by Hamp to moved forward with the trailer sleeping facility and site plan as per the August 8, 2016
letter from Ron Schipper and Kelley Brown

B. 3430 SE Destination Site Plan

Dan DeCamp, Abaci Consulting, Inc. 101 NE Circle Drive, addressed the Council on behalf of the owner and
developer, Ajdin Nadarevic. De Camp stated that the site currently has been used for vehicle storage and the
owner would like to build a 10,000 square foot flex building with 30 parking spaces. DeCamp said that they
would continue to use the current entry point, extending it, removing the current gravel and replacing with
asphalt. He said the building access door would be on the east face and docking bays would be on the west and
wall packs would be used for the lighting. DeCamp stated that most of the site drains into the north Walnut
Creek drainage way. He added that the storm water detention will be provided using Storm Tech underground
detention chambers that will outlet to the existing storm drains along Destination Drive. DeCamp added that
the site plan elevations have been changed to take it out of the revised flood plain and that a letter would be
going to FEMA to that effect. City Engineer Gade states that the Planning and Zoning Board had approved the
site plan. He added that the building is all brick and does not fall into any overlay district so there are no
exterior requirements but this building is built for sustainability.

Moved by Johansen, Seconded Bickford that 3430 SE Destination Site Plan subject to Fox Engineering letter
dated July 27, 2016; shall be approved.

C. Public Hearing on the SE 11" Street Extension
Mayor Pro Tem Altringer opened the Public Hearing at 6:00 pm. There being no oral or written communication
the hearing was closed at 6:01 pm.

D. Resolution 08-0216 Proposed Resolution of Necessity

City Engineer Gade explained that this project is approximately 1100 square feet of extension to the SE 11"
Street which will bring us to the City limits of Johnston. He added this street will be a 31 foot wide street and
would be an assessment project. Council Member Johansen asked when Johnston would complete their portion
of this road. Gade stated this road extension on Johnston’s side was part of the site plan for the school and he
thought they had a two year time frame to complete the extension.

E. SE 11" Street Extension Approval of Plans & Specifications and Opinion of cost and Consideration of
Award of Contract and Authorizing the approval of the contract documents and notice to proceed

City Engineer Gade stated that they received 10 bids with a high bid of $726,358.99 and a low bid from
McAninch of $576,605.27. He added that the engineer’s estimate on this project was $650,000. Gade stated
that McAninch was currently doing business in the area. Gade also stated that McAninch found no errors or
omissions with their bid.



Moved by Johansen, Seconded by Bickford that the SE 11" Street Extension project shall be awarded to
McAninch at a bid cost of $576,605.27; shall be approved.

The Council thanked him for his input and would review it.

City Engineer Gade stated that this agreement stated that the City of Urbandale would pay for this roadway but
in the event the portion that is in Grimes is developed that Grimes would pay back Urbandale our portion.
Moved by Johansen, Seconded by Hamp that the 28E Agreement — Intergovernmental Agreement between the
City of Grimes and the City of Urbandale for the Meredith Drive Paving Project; shall be approved.
